Split/Merge (Partials) tech sheet 1 — Repeated numbering
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This example shows how to repeat numbering. We suppose that each group of 16 pages is to be numbered
from 1 to 16, then start again, so page 17 has number 1 again, and so on. The process is

e Split the document into parts, each part of 16 pages. (If the last part is short, because there is not an
exact multiple of 16 pages, this still works).

e Run the same commands on each part, so each part is numbered from 1 to 16.

e Merge the parts back into 1 (you will note that the order of pages is not changed when you work this
way).
This is the first dialog for split/merge (partials). You need to choose Split by: page count and to choose
Split how: equal sized pieces. You can now choose the size of each piece, so type 16 for the number of
pages in each piece...
